THE wait could soon be over for communities starved for locally produced radio. The U.S. Congress can provide a big boost for radio and its listeners by passing the Local Community Radio Act of 2009.

This bill might have a shot at passing, unlike similar bills that died in the last Congress. President Obama co-sponsored a Low-Power FM, or LPFM, bill while in the Senate and this year's version of the bill has strong bipartisan support. Rep. Cathy McMorris Rogers, R-Spokane, and Rep. It is once more into the breach for the Low Power FM radio movement. LPFM boosters and Free Press held a press conference on Wednesday to announce the reintroduction of the Local Community Radio Act of 2009. Sponsored by Representative Mike Doyle (D-PA), the law would loosen the Federal Communications Commission's FM band interference rules, making it easier to establish many more up-to-100-watt, non-commercial radio stations around the United States.
